T obacco smoke and birds

We all should know
by now that second hand
smoke contains cancer
causing poisons for
humans. Exposureto

second hand smoke is also very bad for
birds.

Second hand smoke is defined as the
smoke that comes off the end of a
burning cigarette combined with the
smoke that a smoker blows out after
inhaling. This smoke contains more
than 4700 chemicalsin it, 43 of which
are known carcinogens. The EPA has
classified it asaclass A substance
which includes substances that are
known to cause cancer in humans and
which are considered unsafe at any
exposure level. Asbestosis another
example of aclass A substance. Soitis
obvious that if smoke isthis bad for
people, it can’'t be good for birds.

Of course, hirds are affected more
quickly than we are by the smoke.
According to source number 1 below,
“Ingestion of even small quantities [by
birds] of nicotine or tobacco can cause
hyperexcitability, vomiting, seizures and
- death.” According to source number 2
=2 below, “Passive inhalation of tobacco
smoke can cause chronic disease of the
eyes, skin, and respiratory system of
parrots. Birds that live in homes where
people smoke are often plagued with
coughing, sneezing, sinusitis, and
conjunctivitis due to continuous
irritation from smoke. Many birds with
feather destruction problems resume
normal preening behavior when
removed from exposure to tobacco
smoke.”

In source number 3, veterinarian Alan
K Jones tells about an Amazon that he
examined after its sudden death.

The bird had spent most of itslifein a
smoky pub. It died of heart failure
because of atherosclerosis which is how
cigarette smoke affects the heart. Also
hisair sacs and lungs were thickened
and had black spots all through them.
Basically, the birds hearts and lungs
were damaged by the cigarette smoketo
the point that it killed him.

Dr. Jones also points out that feathers
of birds living with smokers are usually
in bad shape. The birdsaren’'t ableto
preen them properly to get the off the
residue from the smoke. When the birds
ingest the poison nicotine that is on their
feathers they can end up with digestive
and nervous problems. Since cigarette
smoke also contains formaldehyde,
benzene, vinyl chloride, arsenic
ammonia and hydrogen cyanide, among
other noxious chemicals, the bird is
probably not damaged by the nicotine
alone. According to source number 4,
birds can get contact dermatitis by
frequent contact with tobacco smoke
products that have left residue on the
hands of a smoker.

Because of the dangers of cigarette
smoke to birds, they should not be
exposed to it a al. Hands should be
washed before a smoker is allowed to
handle abird. According to studies
done by the American Society of
Heating, Refrigerating and Air-
Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE),
ventilation systems can’'t remove smoke
from the indoor environment. Also,
standard air purifiers only remove large
particles from the air, but not the small
particles and gases present in tobacco



smoke. (Source 5) So, although advice
Isgiven in some articlesto use air
purifiers, they aren’t going to work.

So, don’'t alow anyone to smoke
around your birds. If someone steps
outside to smoke, remember that smoke
will come right back in through open
doors and windows, so they need to be
away from them in order to prevent
smoke exposure.
